• ACADEMICS (Course Work)

• Finish the 2023-2024 school year strong 
with the 4th marking period being your 
strongest of the year IF NOT YOUR HS 
career!

• You MUST meet PA’s graduation 
requirements or we can not legally 
permit you to receive your diploma 
(letters have gone out if in jeopardy of 
not graduating – see your counselor 
ASAP if in this situation)



Graduation Requirements and Pathways 
Towards Graduation under Act 158
• A requirement for graduation shall be the completion of work and studies representing the

instructional program assigned to grades nine through twelve, which are aligned to
established academic standards.

• Each candidate for graduation shall:

Have earned twenty-four (24) credits; and

Have met the statewide graduation requirements, as defined by Act 158 of 2018, 
through one (1) of the following five (5) pathways:

• Keystone Proficiency Pathway
Scoring proficient or advanced on each Keystone Exam (Algebra I, Literature, and 
Biology).

• Keystone Composite Pathway

Earning a satisfactory composite score in accordance with Applicable Law on the Algebra 
I, Literature, and Biology Keystone Exams (while achieving a proficient score on at least 
one of the three exams and no less than a basic score on the remaining two).



Graduation Requirements and Pathways 
Towards Graduation under Act 158

• Alternative Assessment Pathway

Successful completion of locally established grade-based requirements for academic content areas 
associated with each Keystone Exam on which the student did not achieve proficiency and 
demonstration of one (1) of the following:

• Attainment of an Established Score on an approved alternate assessment (SAT, PSAT, ACT, or Armed 
Services Vocational Aptitude Battery test);

• Attainment of at least Gold Level on the ACT WorkKeys Assessment;

• Attainment of an Established Score on an Advanced Placement Program in an academic content area 
associated with each Keystone Exam on which the student did not achieve at least a proficient score;

• Successful completion of a Concurrent Enrollment Course in an academic content area associated with 
each Keystone Exam on which the student did not achieve at least a proficient score;

• Successful completion of a pre-apprenticeship program; or

• Acceptance to an Accredited 4-Year Nonprofit Institution of Higher Education and evidence of the ability 
to enroll in college-level, credit-bearing coursework



Graduation Requirements and Pathways 
Towards Graduation under Act 158

• Evidence Based Pathway

Successful completion of locally established grade-based requirements for academic content areas 
associated with each Keystone Exam on which the student did not achieve proficiency and 
demonstration of three (3) pieces of evidence consistent with the student's goals and career plans, 
including:

One (1) of the following:

• Attainment of an Established Score on the ACT WorkKeys assessment, a SAT subject test, or an Advanced 
Placement Program Exam;

• Acceptance to an Accredited Nonprofit Institution of Higher Education other than an Accredited 4-Year 
Nonprofit Institution of Higher Education and evidence of the ability to enroll in college-level, credit-
bearing coursework;

• Attainment of an industry-recognized credential; or

• Successful completion of a Concurrent Enrollment Course or a postsecondary course; and



Graduation Requirements and Pathways 
Towards Graduation under Act 158

• Evidence Based Pathway (Con’t.)

Two (2) additional pieces of evidence, including one (1) or more of the options listed above, or:

• Satisfactory completion of a service learning project;

• Attainment of a score of proficient or advanced on a Keystone Exam;

• A letter guaranteeing full-time employment;

• A certificate of successful completion of an internship, externship, or Cooperative Education Program; or

• Satisfactory compliance with the National Collegiate Athletic Association’s core courses for college-bound 
student athletes with a minimum grade point average of 2.0.



Graduation Requirements and Pathways 
Towards Graduation under Act 158

• CTE Pathway

For CTE Concentrators, successful completion of locally established grade-based requirements for 
academic content areas associated with each Keystone Exam on which the student did not achieve 
proficiency, and completion of one (1) of the following:

Attainment of an industry-based competency certification related to the CTE Concentrator's program of study;

or

Demonstration of a high likelihood of success on an Approved Industry-Based Competency Assessment or 
readiness for continued meaningful engagement in the CTE Concentrator's program of study. The determination 
shall be made no later than the end of grade eleven, or, for a student enrolled in a one-year program, the end of 
the first semester of grade twelve.
